Students.

Other Student Support Service
includes: Airport reception,
Overseas Student Health Cover,
Visa and Immigration Assistance,
Accommodation; Facilities for
students, students with families.

Students are placed into vertically
grouped Pastoral Care House
where Home Group Teachers work
closely with students to review
academic progress, assist with
personal issues, provide advice
where necessary and encourage
young people to reach their full
potential.

Highly experienced English as a Second Language
Teachers provide students with small and ability grouped
tuition within the school. Students are exposed to intense
language immersion activities.
