St George College provides students with
exemplary Modern Greek language and culture
programs which result in high levels of
communicative competence through clearly
articulated and differentiated learning pathways
for all group of students.

The main emphasis of the Greek program is to
assist students develop high levels of
competence in Modern Greek language for a
variety of audience and a range of contexts.
Students are expected to become highly
competent in oral, listening, reading and writing
skills and to gain an understanding about the
significant influence of the Greek language and
culture on humanity.

St George College is well equipped with a rich
and diverse selection of Greek resources
including books, videos, games, national
costumes and audio cassettes that are located
both in our Resource Centres and the Greek
language classrooms. Our resources are
continuously supplemented and updated and
the involvement of parents in this process is
valued.

Currently all students from Reception to Year 10
engage formally with the teaching and learning of
Modern Greek for a minimum of 5 teaching
periods per week. The lessons are organised
around various themes, incorporating Greek
culture and traditions (customs, history,
geography, and religious events) and focusing as
well on the Greek Culture within our multicultural
Australian society.

St. George College is unique as it offers its
students the opportunity to study Modern Greek
in quality programs that provide continuity over
the compulsory years of schooling; are planned
and delivered by highly effective teachers in
numerically small classes and form an integral
part of the valued curriculum.

However, equally beneficial for students is the

spontaneity that characterizes the use of Modern
Greek at St George College in planned and
unplanned situations outside the “formal”
teaching of the language and in contexts such
as play, drama, dancing, cooking, puppet theatre
and chaoir.

Aspects of the Greek language are used in
classrooms and in the yard among teachers and
staff in a seemingly incidental but purposeful
manner. In this way students come to view the
use of Modern Greek not only as a “normal” part
of their education at St George College but more
importantly as a meaningful and equally valued
way of communicating with others, sharing
information with others as well as gaining new
knowledge.

ltalian

The study of the ltalian language was introduced
for the first time in 1997 and has progressively
expanded. In 2007 we celebrated the 10th year
anniversary of the introduction of Italian as a
second language.

As from 2003 the study of ltalian is one of the
mandated areas of study for all students of our
College in Years R to 7. Students in Years 8 and
onwards have the opportunity to study Italian as
a full year subject, thus ensuring all students are
adequately prepared for SACE Italian Continuers.
Our students have the opportunity to study
ltalian as part of their SACE if they so choose.

The aim of the Italian language program is to
develop in students knowledge of and interest in
the ltalian language and culture, through
communicative teaching activities, which
promote use of the language through the
acquisition of skills in speaking, listening, reading
and writing skills.

The College is proactive in exploring Cultural and
language Immersion Programs with Overseas
Universities.
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
