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As Religious Education is an important
component of the curriculum at St.
George College the emphasis on the
maintenance and development of the
core values of Greek Culture, including the
significance of the family unit, the Greek
language and the Greek Orthodox
Religion feature prominently throughout
the Religious Education Programme.

The underlying approach to Religious
Education lessons is the belief that
students learn more by doing things and
interacting together. Wherever possible
the religious themes and Orthodox values
covered in religious education lessons are
followed up in class work where teachers
integrate various aspects into the teaching
programme. In this way we further reinforce
and establish the place of the Greek
Orthodox faith in students’ lives.

The emphasis of these lessons is on the
Greek Orthodox faith and on knowledge of
the Holy Bible, The Sacramental Life, Holy
Tradition, Religious Traditions & Customs,
The Lives of the Saints and The Church as
the House of God. Celebrations are
followed up in class work where teachers
integrate various aspects into their teaching
programmes.

The Religious Education programme is
overseen by the Director of our College, the
Very Reverend Father Diogenis Patsouris
and is delivered by both Clergy and Lay
persons.

Church attendance

St. George College aims to educate
students within the ethos of the Orthodox
Faith. The College, therefore, provides
opportunities for students to attend Church
services both within the College day and on
Sundays. The College organises
attendance at a Church service during
College hours and at least once per Term.

In addition the College participates in
Church services which have a special
significance for the Greek Orthodox faith
and the College itself.

Each term there is at least one Holy Liturgy
specifically dedicated for the students and
staff of the College with opportunities for
Holy Communion to all those individuals
who are eligible and have appropriately
prepared themselves.
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
