- Extend dudents underdanding of the culture(s) and way(s) of life in
countries where Itdian is used, as wdl as in those communities within
Audrdiawhere Itdian is used,

Deveop sudents understanding of language as a system;
Assg sudents to acquire cognitive, socid and learning skills;
Encourage students enjoyment of language and language learning.

CONTENT:

The syllabus is desgned to promote the learning of language for communicatively
purposeful ends. The course comprises activities that are related directly to the objectives
and the assessment scheme, and are dl described in terms of the three domains:
interpersond, informationa and aesthetic. Students continue to spesk and writethe
Itdian language. Themes covered include meeting people, family and friends, homellife,
education, around town, travel and the future.

ASSESSMENT:

Sudents will have to mest SACE requirements by presenting prescribed assessment
tasks. There will be an extend examinaion (50%) and internd summative tets and
assgnments (50%). Both the externd examination and the internd summative tasks will
consigt of three procedures — ord, processing information and writing.

HOMEWORK & STUDY REQUIREMENTS

A commitment of a lees 6 hours of extra sudy per week is expected for students to
achieve success in the regular tests and assgnments to a satifactory level. Students are
required to be highly organised and keep ther work in folios to be sent to SSABSA for
moderation as required.
